T^ROM  boyhood,  and  during  his  long,  active  and  useful  life, 

the  late  Adrian  H.  Joline  was  especially  interested  in 

American  and  English  history.  The  profound  knowledge 

which  he  acquired,  as  the  result  of  systematic  and  painstaking 

study  in  this  and  other  fields,  naturally  suggested  to  him  the 

collection  of  books  and  autographs.  He  entered  with  zest  into 

the  acquisition  of  important  literary  treasures;  not  so  much 

for  mere  acquisition  as  for  use  and  study.  He  collected  with 

discrimination.  His  collection  was  made  with  a  view  to  having 

his  books  and  autographs  typify  important  events  and  epochs 

and  illustrate  important  incidents  in  the  lives  of  distinguished 

men.  He  discarded  the  unimportant  in  order  that  he  might, 

with  important  examples  only,  increase  the  historical  and 

literary  value  of  his  collections,  his  daily  and  intimate  com- 

panions. 

As  his  library  and  autograph  collection  grew  and  became  of 

such  importance,  he  wrote,  at  the  suggestion  of  his  friends, 

charmingly  on  the  subjects  he  held  in  such  great  affection. 

His  "Meditations  of  an  Autograph  Collector,"  the  "Diver- 

sions of  a  Book  Lover,"  and  "Rambles  in  Autograph  Land" 
are  prized  by  collectors,  not  only  for  their  literary  value  but 

as  authoritative  treatises  on  autographs  and  books.  The 

"Edgehill  Essays,"  the  "Peapack  Papers,"  and  "At  the 

Library  Table"  are  among  his  other  books. 
His  writings  are  characterized  by  humor,  philosophy, 

shrewd  observations  of  men  and  events,  deep  insight  into  po- 

litical history  and  social  life,  strong  human  sympathy,  and 

an  intimate  knowledge  of  the  best  literature. 

He  treasured  his  books  and  his  autographs,  and  the  con- 
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eluding  words  of  his  "Meditations"  that  follow  showed  his 
deep  affection  for  them  and  his  generous  wish  that  others 
might  also  enjoy  them: 

"No  one  will  ever  be  as  fond  of  my  pets  as  I  have 
been,  and  at  no  distant  day  they  will  be  scattered  among 
the  bidders  at  the  inevitable  auction-sale  which  awaits 
all  collections  save  only  those  consigned  to  perpetual 
burial  in  some  library.  My  own  association  with  them 
will  be  lost  and  forgotten.  I  look  upon  them  almost  as 
one  might  upon  the  children  whom  he  must  leave  behind 
him.  They,  however,  may  remember,  while  our  cherished 
autographs  and  books,  in  serene  unconsciousness,  will  be 
forever  unmindful  of  the  fondness  which  has  been  lav- 

ished upon  them.  A  rare  book  will  now  and  then  retain 
the  record  of  a  tender  and  devoted  ownership,  but  an 

autograph  seldom  recalls  the  memory  of  a  chance  pos- 
sessor. None  the  less  dear  to  me  are  these  relics  of  the  lead- 

ers of  life  and  literature.  Some  one  will  preserve  them  and 
perhaps  may  fondle  them  as  I  have  done.  I  trust  that 
they  may  come  under  the  protecting  care  of  a  true  col- 

lector, a  real  antiquary — no  mere  bargain-hunter,  no 

'snapper-up  of  unconsidered  trifles,'  but  one  endowed 
with  the  capacity  to  appreciate  whatsoever  things  are 
worthy  of  the  affection  of  the  lover  of  letters  and  of

On  the  night  of  April  6th,  1776,  when  the  American  fleet  was 
off  Reedy  Island  on  their  return  from  the  successful  expedition 
to  New  Providence,  they  suddenly  discovered  in  their  midst  a 
hostile  vessel  (the  Glasgow),  which  was  immediately  engaged 
by  the  Alfred.  Owing  to  the  disagreeable  temper  of  her  com- 

mander, John  Hazard,  the  Providence  delayed  in  standing  by 
to  assist  in  capturing  the  powerful  enemy,  although  he  had 
previously  been  warned  to  prepare  for  action.  This  resulted  in 
the  court  martial  reported  in  the  above  document,  at  which 
Lieut.  Jones  sat  in  judgment.  Capt.  Hazard  was  cashiered 
and  Paul  Jones,  heretofore  passed  over  by  intriguing  poli- 

ticians, was  appointed  in  his  place,  because  of  abilities  dis- 
played in  the  same  engagement.

GENERAL  PARSONS'  ORDERLY  BOOK  DURING  THE 
AMERICAN  REVOLUTION.

*  Early  in  1778  Gen.  Parsons  was  appointed  to  command  the 
troops  stationed  in  the  Highlands  of  the  Hudson  and  to  take 
charge  of  the  construction  of  the  fortifications  at  West  Point. 
The  orderly  book  shows  that  this  work  was  commenced  on 
March  9th  and  Captains  Savage  and  Champion  were  appointed 
to  direct  the  building  of  the  works.  On  April  1 1th  Gen.  Par- 

sons named  each  of  the  redoubts  by  the  name  of  the  regiment 

which  occupied  it,  as:  Putnam's  Redoubt,  Webb's  Battery, 
Meigs's  Battery,  Sherbourn's  Redoubt.  Many  orders  relate  to the  care  to  be  taken  against  spies,  and  one  offers  a  reward  of 
$30  for  every  spy  captured.  It  is  interesting  to  note  that  Gen. 
Parsons  was  one  of  the  board  that  tried  Andre  two  years  later, 
and  that  it  was  afterward  charged  that  Gen.  Parsons  was  a 
traitor  and  was  furnishing  information  to  the  enemy  about  the 
time  of  Arnold's  disgrace.  The  Orderly  Book  further  shows 
that  on  March  7th  a  squad  was  ordered  to  King's  Ferry  as  guard 
till  stores  could  be  removed,  Mar.  9;  Wm.  McCorny  was  ap- 

pointed to  oversee,  collect  and  take  care  of  all  the  boats  and 
other  craft  in  the  River.  Mar.  27;  a  ferry  was  established  at 
West  Point,  Apr.  4;  "A  sentinel  is  to  be  placed  on  the  Heights 
to  observe  to  Anthony's  Xose;  if  any  fires  or  Smoke*  arc  made 
there  immediate  notice  is  to  be  given."  Apr.  12.  a  guard  is  to 
observe  and  signal  the  movements  of  the  enemy's  ships.  Be- sides the  above  there  are  orders  for  courts  martial,  orders  to 
attend  divine  service,  orders  in  case  of  attack  by  the  enemy, 
etc.,  etc.

"I  see 
her  the  evening  that  she  fled  again  (by  night)  from  Tarleton 

as  she  flung  my  deceased  father's  most  valuable  papers  into  a 
pillow  case  and  put  his  steel  hilted  dagger  into  her  stays.     I 

asked  her  what  that  was  for,  'My  son,  your  mother  shall  never 
be  insulted,'  was  her  reply."    Many  and  vivid  are  his  descrip- 

tions of  Roanoke,  of  his  dogs,  his  horses,  his  slaves,  etc.;  of  the 
destruction  of  his  library  by  fire  and  his  financial  losses;   of 
his  health ;  of  the  insanity  of  his  nephew ;  of  the  abilities  and 
characteristics  of  his  adopted  son.     Randolph  was  always  active 
in  politics  and  had  decided  opinions  of  the  policies  and  poli- 

ticians of  the  time.     He  remarks  that  Jackson,  Clay  and  Cal- 
houn are  ruining  the  country;   that  Gallatin  and  Monroe  have 

caused  all  the  suffering  of  the  people.     On   Jan.   2,   1815,  he 

writes:  "All  is  confusion  at  O  [throughout  the  letters  he  calls 
Washington  'O';  for  the  "Federal  Old-Fields"].    Letters  this 
morning  express  doubts  whether  the  bank  bill  will,  or  will  not  pass. 
Dallas  reviled  by  the  Jacobins  (the  democratic  ones  I  mean) 

wlio  are  at  daggers  drawn  with  each  other.    Newton  ("valiant 

Feeble"'!)    talking   of  "revolt".     Gholson   ("Wart",  if  you please,  for  he  is  a  mere  excrecence)   complaining  that  if  you, 
mention  the  Bank  Bill  to  a  brother  Demo,  you  are  in  danger 

of  being  insulted  ..."     He  comments  on  the  Hartford  Con- 
vention, his  own  elections  and  defeats,  his  hatred  for  the  city 

of  Washington,  etc.     He  frequently  expresses  his  abhorrence  of 
Napoleon,  and  sharply  criticises  European  affairs.    Almost  every 
letter  mentions  the  title  of  some  book  he  has  been  reading,  his 
favorites  being  Madame  de  Stael  and  Shakespeare.     During  the 
war  of  1812  he  visited  military  camps,  and  the  letters  contain    , 
descriptive  notes  on  the  privations  and  sufferings  of  the  troops, 
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unsanitary  conditions,  etc.  On  Feb.  4,  1815,  he  writes:  "News 
from  Xete  Orleans.  Jackson  repelled  a  desperate  attack  on  his 
lines  with  the  loss  of  only  thirty  men.  British  killed  700. 
Total  loss  15-1600,"  etc. 

These  letters  are  apparently  unpublished,  and  many  of  the 
facts  and  incidents  are  evidently  either  unknown  or  unnoted  by 

Randolph 's  biographers — such  as  his  love  affairs,  his  adopted son,  Dr.  Dudley,  etc.

The  most  important  single  item  in  the  large,  varied,  and  interesting 
collection  of  Autographs  made  by  the  late  Adrian  H.  Joline,  Esq.,  the 
one  to  which  he  gave  the  most  careful  attention  and  in  which  he  took 
the  greatest  pride,  was  his  complete 

SET   OF   THE   SIGNEES 

of  the  Declaration  of  Independence,  which  is  now  offered  for  sale,  each 

autograph  separately.  "I  love  to  turn  the  faded,  yellow  pages," 
wrote  Mr.  Joline,  "and  to  think  of  the  men  who  gave  a  new  republic 
to  mankind."  He  began  to  make  this  collection  early  in  his  career  as 
a  collector  and  he  did  not  complete  it  till  shortly  before  his  death. 
The  scarcest  of  all  the  autographs  are  those  of  Lynch  and  Gwinnett. 

Mr.  Joline 's  example  of  the  former  is  the  signature  written  on  the 
back  of  an  engraved  frontispiece  to  "The  Tragedies  of  Sophocles," 
which  Mr.  Joline  himself  removed  from  the  book  which  was  once  part 
of  the  Lynch  library.  The  Gwinnett  is  a  signature  attested  by  Charles 

C.  Jones,  Jr.,  the  well-known  historian  of  Georgia,  and  was  the  last 
autograph  of  a  Signer  that  Mr.  Joline  secured;  to  his  great  delight  it 
made  his  collection  complete. 

Next  to  the  Lynch  and  Gwinnett  signatures,  he  valued  the  Hooper 
letter,  for  it  was  written  to  Hewes  and  delivered  by  Penn,  thus  bringing 
into  intimate  association  the  three  Signers  from  North  Carolina.  The 
autographs  of  Francis  Lightfoot  Lee,  Nelson,  Boss,  Rutledge,  Sherman, 
Whipple,  Penn,  and  Hewes  are  rare  in  any  form,  but  this  Collection 
contains  a  full  Autograph  Letter  Signed  by  each  of  them,  and  the 

letters  are  generally  of  an  historical  character,  so  that  a  great  oppor- 
tunity to  improve  their  collections  of  the  Signers  is  now  afforded  to 

the  few  fortunate  possessors  of  a  complete  set,  while  the  sale  opens  to 
all  collectors  an  unusual  opportunity  to  acquire  autographs  which  rarely 
come  on  the  market.  The  Franklin  letter  in  the  Joline  Collection  is 

long  and  very  interesting  and  was  written  to  Dr.  Samuel  Johnson.  The 
Harrison  letter  is  important  historically  because  it  deals  with  the 
defence  of  Virginia.  The  Hopkinson  letter  is  addressed  to  Franklin 
and  discusses  the  electric  battery.  That  by  Bead  relates  to  his  com- 

pilation of  the  laws  of  Maryland.  The  Collection  is  made  up  of  forty 
Autograph  Letters  Signed,  five  Autograph  Documents  Signed,  six 
Documents  Signed,  two  Letters  Signed,  one  Autograph  Letter,  and  the 
two  signatures  of  Lynch  and  Gwinnett — a  total  of  fifty -six.  The  por- 

traits of  the  Signers  and  views  of  their  residences,  collected  by  Mr. 
Joline  and  all  inlaid  to  folio  (144  pieces  in  all),  are  offered  as  a 
single  lot.

to  Cadwallader  Golden  and  signed  by  John  Jay;  five  letters  by 
Lafayette;  an  important  letter  by  Thomas  Paine;  three  documents 
signd  by  Governor  John  Penn;  war  letters  by  Pulaski,  Bochambeau, 
and  Baron  Steuben;  fine  letter  by  Jesse  Root  regarding  the  secret 
transactions  of  the  Continental  Congress  and  the  relations  of  France 
and  the  United  States;  important  letter  by  Anthony  Wayne  to  the 
President  of  Congress  regarding  the  storming  of  Stony  Point;  fine  war 
letters  by  General  Sterling,  General  Sullivan,  and  Marinus  Willett; 
letters  by  Count  de  Vergennes,  Jonathan  Trumbull,  and  Zebulon  Butler;.

their  country  and  to  join  the  army  near  Boston,"  etc.  This  is 
apparently  the  first  notice  taken  by  Congress  of  the  Connecticut 
claim.  It  was  ineffective,  however,  for  in  November  Col. 
Plunkett  set  out  against  Wyoming  with  700  men  and  there  met 
Col.  Zebulon  Butler  on  Dec.  24,  1775.  Thereupon  Congress  took 
the  first  official  notice  of  the  struggle  on  Dec.  20,  1775,  and 
recommended  that  they  cease  hostilities.

Tour  high  prices 
for  goods  tends  to  ruin  our  Cause — if  such  prices  and  exhor- 
bitant  demands  are  made  it  will  certainly  soon  draw  down  the 
Vengeance  of  the  Legislature  &  the  People  too;  probably  all 
our  Money  $•   Credit  will  end  as  the  Mississippi  Scheme  did 
and  then   the   Tyrant  of  Britain  will  lord  it  over  us  without 
controul.     Let  us  be  content  to  receive  moderate  rewards  for 
our  Labours  and  recollect  that  the  People  who  ultimately  pay 
these  Prices  are  the  poor  soldiers  $•  officers  who  are  fighting  for

able  to  get  home  to  his  family  as  he  understands  Howe  is 
preparing  to  move  South  as  soon  as  winter  begins:  "But  I 
have  still  a  duty  superiour  to  all  these,  which  supersedes  every 
tie  of  private  affection  and  every  connection  in  publick  life 
that  is  not  essential  to  the  salvation  to  the  liberties  of  America. 
We  are  upon  the  verge  of  that  important  moment  which  tho' 
it  may  not  decide,  yet  must  have  a  very  important  influence 
upon  the  state  of  these  colonies  in  the  future  struggle  fort 
their  liberties.  Gen.  Washington  at  the  head  of  an  army  of 
25,000,  Howe  perhaps  with  a  number  not  inferior  to  him,  at 
half  a  mile's  distance  from  each  other,  and  in  expectation 
every  instant  of  a  general  action  when  the  stalce  they  fight  for 
are  the  liberties  of  millions  living  and  unborn."

no  others  will  be  discovered.  Mr.  Joline  gives  an  account  of 
this  signature  in  his  "Meditations  of  an  Autograph  Collector." 
After  saying  that  if  he  had  known  how  difficult  it  was  to  obtain 
Lynch,  Gwinnett,  and  other  Southern  Signers  he  would  have 
begun  his  collecting  some  years  before,  he  remarks  that  he 
now  can  only  exclaim,  ' '  Oh,  that  I  had  lived  before  I  was 
born."  .  .  .  The  Lynch  "is  a  full  signature,  written  on  the 
back  of  the  frontispiece  of  a  large  quarto  volume  entitled  'The 
Tragedies  of  Sophocles  from  the  Greek.'  ...
